A complete breakfast consists of a hot or cold
entrée, fruit/fruit juice and milk. Students are
offered 1 cup of fruit/fruit juice as part of the
meal and must select at least 2 cup fruit/fruit
juice.

Every Mason student has a meal account that is their
student identification (SID) number. To remove a
highly frequent touchpoint, cashiers will look
students up by their last name or
homeroom to avoid using the keypads.
There will be three sided plexiglass
shields surrounding the cashiers

for added protection.
